Twelve programmes were organized
with the support of Mental Health Unit of Ampara Hospital and Mental Health
Foundation of Ampara District with the resource contribution of the consultant
psychiatrist of Ampara Hospital, Ms. Hiranya Wijesundara. This activity based
training programe provided practice on various therapeutic applications for stress
management.
